Prayer Journal for Day 4

For today’s prayer pray like Hezekiah. First, spread out the object of your prayer before the Lord. If you're
praying for a person spread out some pictures of them before you while you pray. If you're praying for your
marriage spread out wedding pictures, your wedding ring, and perhaps you marriage license. If you're praying
because you’re having trouble making ends meet spread your budget and bills before the Lord. Second, praise
God for His power. Third, ask the Lord to look down on what you have spread out before Him and pour out
your heart in regards to the object of your prayer. (It might help to look at your objects while you pray.)
Fourth, make your request, remembering that our focus is living out God’s will not our own.
